Dating	and	attraction	is	confusing	for	men	of	all	backgrounds,	and	our	performers	are	certainly	
diverse.	Inosi	a	21	years	old	Fijian	born	gentle	giant.	His	playful	laid	back	style	earned	him	the	runner	
up	spot	in	2016’s	Raw	Comedy	Quest’s	national	final,	and	he	was	nominated	as	best	newcomer	by	the	
NZ	Comedy	Guild	in	the	same	year.	

Harry,	an	18	year	old	Maori,	who	has	been	dazzling	the	industry	with	his	mature	style	of	humour	ever	
since	he	made	the	finals	of	the	Class	Comedians	competition	in	2015	and	was	a	national	finalist	in	Raw	
Comedy	Quest	2016.	

Ross	is	35	years	old,	Scottish	and	NZ	trained	in	stand-up.	His	originality	and	Celtic	wit	earned	him	a	
semifinal	spot	in	both	the	2015	and	2016	Raw	Comedy	Quest	competitions.
