They do paper, scissors, rock to see who drives and then they sit. From there they create the entire show. 

This is not your ordinary improvised comedy show. They don’t talk to the audience, they don’t get suggestions, they don’t even know who they are. All they know is that they’re stuck in a traffic jam. The lights come up and from that moment the show is 100% improvised.

It takes a huge amount of daring to do this show. They can’t re-start or do another improv game. They have no genre or style of theatre to inspire them. It’s just two people in a car that not’s going anywhere taking the audience on for the ride of their life.  

Darcy and Wade are part of the Covert Theatre, NZ’s premier improvised comedy company. Wade has been improvising for over 25 years and Darcy only started in 2015. It’s just a combination that works. There aren’t too many comedy duo acts in the NZ comedy scene but this one is one to watch.
